How is to use a nebuliser while fasting?
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QUESTION:

What do the scholars of the Din and muftis of the Sacred Law state regarding
the following issue: Does using a nebuliser cause one’s fast to become
invalid?

Questioner: A brother from England
ANSWER:
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Using a nebuliser will cause a fast to become invalid because a particular type of
medicine is used in this, which goes into the lungs alongside with some oxygen,
and opens them up. It is an indisputable rule of Hanaft Figh that whenever any
medicine or nourishment reaches the stomach via any route/passage, then this will
cause one’s fast to become invalid. Just as ‘Allamah Shamt writes in reference to
Nabhr,
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“The research scholars have mentioned the meaning of a fast becoming invalid is

anything that keeps the body in a proper condition entering into the stomach [via
a route/passage], and this is general - be it nourishment or medicine.”
