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The ruling of the salah for someone who has a gas problem

QUESTION:

What do the scholars of the Din and muftis of the Sacred Law state regarding
the following issue: | have had a gas problem for many years. | have to do Wud®’
5-6 times to pray one salah, and | also have a lot of [satanic] thoughts &
whispers. Will my salah be fulfilled in this manner?

Questioner: Ahmad from U.K.

ANSWER:
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Whenever your Wudi’ becomes invalid, one should perform Wudd’ afresh and then
pray salah. Then if Wudd’ becomes invalid during salah, one should redo Wudid’ and
start salah. One can continue with salah from the point which Wudd’ became invalid
after performing fresh Wudu@’, but this has a few conditions, which are difficult to act
upon nowadays. Thus, salah should be prayed from the beginning; your salah will be
fulfilled by praying in this manner, and one should keep in mind that if there is enough
time for a person to perform Wudd@’ and pray his fard in the whole time period [i.e. the
beginning to end time] of salah, then one is not legally excused as per Islamic Law,
therefore one will actually have to perform Wud@d’ afresh each time it becomes invalid.

However, if there is not enough time for someone to pray salah, meaning that while
one is performing Wud@’, the Wudi@’ becomes invalid, and the whole of the salah time
passes by in this state [from start to end], then one is regarded as excused. So then
Wud0’ is to be performed once and then one may perform salah; this Wudd’ will remain
valid up until the end time of that particular salah.

Just as it is stated in Bahar-e-SharT’at that any person who has such an illness,
wherein one complete time of salah has gone by in a manner where he was not able
to make Wudd’ and perform salah (due to the illness) then such a person is regarded
as a Ma’dhar [excused]; the ruling applicable to him is the same. In other words, he
should make Wud@’ in the time of that particular salah and he may read as many salah
as he wishes with that one Wud@’ in the time of that one salah. That illness will not
cause his Wudud’ to be nullified, such as in the case if he has an iliness where droplets
of urine are discharged, or he has chronic diarrhoea, or an iliness where he always
passes air (flatulence), or fluid that flows from an infected eye, or fluid which
continuously flows out of a sore or abscess, or fluid which is discharged from the ear,
naval or breast. All these are illnesses which cause the Wudi’ to be nullified. However,
if one complete time of salah passes in a condition that even though one makes a
concerted effort to fulfil it, he is still not able to keep his Wudd’ long enough to make



the salah within the prescribed time and the time lapses in this way then in this case
the excuse is established.
