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Praying at the end and start times

QUESTION:

What do the noble scholars of the mighty Shar’ah say concerning this matter that
due to work constraints can | pray Zhuhr at it’s end time and then when Asr starts |
pray it at its start time?

QUESTIONER: Sister from UK
ANSWER:
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To pray Zhuhr at its end time and Asr at its start time due to an excuse is permissible.
This is called combining in outward form only (jam’ siri) and without an excuse this
should not be done, rather prayers should be delivered in their mustahabb timings.

The evidence for this is the statement of Sayyidi, my Imam, the coolness of my eyes
and the tranquillity of my heart al-lmam AbG Hanifah (may Allah shower him with
mercy):

“Whoever intended to join between two prayers due to rain or travel or other reasons
he should delay the first to its end time and bring the second forward by delivering in
its start time and thus join between them so that each of them is in its own timing.”

After mentioning this opinion Sayyidi A’la Hazrat al-lmam Ahmad Rida Khan (may Allah
cover him with mercy) states in al-Fatawa al-Ridwiyyah:

“This blessed statement of the noble Imam (may Allah be pleased with him) makes it
apparent that the permission for combining in outward form only (jam’ str1) is not
only considered in relation to illness and travel but its permission is there also when
there is intense rain.”

At another place he mentions:

“Delaying Zhuhr so that it encroaches upon the time of Asr, rather this is more correct
because there is no disliked time in Zhuhr.”
