Questioner: Sadiyah from UK
ANSWER:
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Taking out an insurance policy with a non-Muslim company is completely
permissible. After having an accident, it is also permissible to make a personal
injury claim and the proceeds received from the claim are Halal.

However, it is impermissible to lie or deceit even a non-Muslim to acquire this
money.
