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If awoman’s menstrual cycle completes in exactly ten days, then what is she
meant to do?

QUESTION:

What do the scholars of the Din and muftis of the Sacred Law state regarding
the following issue: If a woman’s menstrual cycle completes in exactly ten
days, then can she have intercourse with her husband without performing
Ghusl?

Questioner: Shamailah from England

ANSWER:
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Yes, absolutely. A woman whose menstrual cycle has finished in ten days
becomes pure, thus, it is permissible for her to have intercourse with her husband,
even if she has not yet performed Ghusl. However, it is Mustahabb for her to first
perform Ghusl, and then have intercourse.
