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How is it to lead congregational Salah whilst praying from a physical copy of the Holy
Qur’an?
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QUESTION:

What do the scholars of Islam and Jurists of the Sacred Law state regarding the
following issue: | saw a video of Tarawih Salah where the respected Imam was
reciting the Holy Qur’an whilst looking at a physical copy of it during Salah, so by
doing so, will Salah be valid - is there leeway & leniency for this in Nafl and Tarawth
Salah?

Questioner: Imaam ljaaz from England, U.K.
ANSWER:
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No! It is not permissible in any Salah - be it Fard, Sunnah or Nafl - for a man or woman to hold a
physical copy of the Holy Qur'an and recite it or pray it without holding in fact even looking at it
during Salah; Salah becomes invalid from this because this is regarded as a major action of

movement ['Amal Kathtr]. Furthermore, there is instruction and learning of such a thing found in
this that is outside of Salah, and learning from anything outside of Salah invalidates Salah itself?.
